[The Karez Well System] is an important ancient irrigation system that is still used in Turpan, Xinjiang, in Northwest China. (Karez is the Uyghur word for 'well', from the Persian for 'channel'.) The tunnel
system provides water for local people to drink as well as to water their crops. Locals dug wells and tunnels to transfer water from mountains miles away from their farmland

[ The Yellow River Mother Sculpture stands ] It is the most beautiful sculpture in the country that represents the mother river of the Chinese nation, the Yellow River.

[ The Waterwheel ] The waterwheel is an ancient device that uses flowing or falling water to create power by means of a set of paddles mounted around a wheel. The force of the water moved the paddles,
and the consequent rotation of the wheel is transmitted to machinery via the shaft of the wheel.
[ Gansu Provincial Museum ] (Monday closed) The Gansu Provincial Museum is a museum in Lanzhou, China. lts collections include over 350,000 artefacts, in two main sections: history and natural

science. Since its foundation, the museum has held almost 300 exhibitions, and items from its collections have been exhibited worldwide. After dinner, transfer to the airport flight back to Kuala Lumpur to end
the journey of the Silk Road.
