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Day 01 Kuala Lumpur >~ DUBAI »- DURBAN (D)
Assemble at KLIA Infernational Airport for your pleasant flight
to Durban.

Upon arrival at King Shaka (Durban) International Airport,
meet and greet by our representative. Proceed to hotel for
check in. Dinner will be served at the hotel.

Day 02 DURBAN (B/L/D)

Depart on a full day four to visit Phezulu Village - the world
famous Gasa clan has over the last 30 years, allowed visitors
to Phezulu the opportunity to savour the taste and feel the
rhythm of Africa. You will be taken into tfraditional beehive
shaped thatched huts, where the various arfefacts, beliefs
and rituals are explained, giving foreigners an insight into the
fascinating Zulu culture. The Zulu dancing show is impressive
with the dancers in their fraditional garb, showing off their
skills with grace, agility and humour- a truly unforgettable
experience!

Retfurn fo Durban in the afternoon fo enjoy a Durban City
Tour.

A scenic drive through Durban, visiting “The Golden Mile",
flanked by hotels and apartments, overlooking the Indian
Ocean and golden beaches.

Located on the Golden Mile are; rickshaws, bead and curio
sellers, motorised fuk-tuks and an amusement centre.
Continue to Victoria Embankment and through the city
cenfre to the Victoria Street Market. Thereafter, visit the
University of Natal and surrounding suburbs, Durban's
beautiful Botanic Gardens, renowned for their selection of
tropical and exofic plants.

Enjoy a ride on the Moses Mabhida Stadium Sky Car &
Platform:
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Your journey starts with a two-minute SkyCar ride up the stadium
arch, before you step onto the platform and take in the
unparalleled 360° views of Durban and beyond.

The SkyCar gives you the chance to discover Durban from a
106m-high vantage point. Look one way and take in the ocean
views as far as the eye can see, look the other way and you'll
see the city living for miles. Mounted on an undercarriage, the
SkyCaris a single cabin that runs up steel fracks on the northern
arch of the stadium and is designed tfo roll down the arch under
its own gravity.

Day 03 DURBAN >)- PORT ELIZABETH / PLETTENBERG
BAY / KNYSNA (B/L/D)

Transfer to Durban Airport for your flight fo Port Elizabeth. -
Enroute stop at Plettenberg Bay the 'Jewel of Garden Route'.
After lunch, proceed fo Monkeyland. At Monkeyland, the
emphasis on searching for the primates, and the reward is to see
the various species as they are meant to be: free and in a
natural habitat. The transfer of information about these
fascinating creatfures enhances your visit fo the sanctuary
during a safari. The safaris are conducted by multi-lingual game
rangers and are fun, exciting and educational.

Thereafter, proceed to Birds of Eden, the Garden Route's very
own World class free flight bird sanctuary. The unique fwo
hectare dome (the Word's largest) spans over a gorge of
indigenous forest. The sanctuary has its own mysterious ruin,
which incorporates a walk-behind waterfall. Another feature is
its amphitheatre, which has the ability to seat over 200 visitors.
Like Monkeyland, the popular primate sanctuary next-door, Birds
of Eden boasts its own canopy walk, while shorter than the 128m
bridge at Monkeyland, it hangs above the clouds. The decision
to develop Birds of Eden stems from the need to create a safe
environment in which fo release a large collection of free-flight
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African birds, miniature monkeys and the sanctuary also
enables bird owners to apply fo release their pet birds into
the sanctuary, affer undergoing rehabilitation.

Day 04 KNYSNA (B/L/D)

After breakfast, we will proceed for a guided walking tour
fo visit the wild cats of Teknikwa (1 hour), where you can
meeft the indigenous cafs of South Africa. From Leopard,
Cheetahs, Serval, Caracal, African Wildcats to the rare
Black - footed cat. This is a unique opportunity to get close
fo some amazing creatures and learn about their stfruggle
fo survive in the wild.

Explore the quaint town of Knysna known for its art & craft
shops. “The place of the people, beauty and mystery."”
This ever-popular charming town of legend, history, arts
and crafts catering to visitor's every need or fancy.

The town is built on the banks of the Knysna Lagoon, a
National Lake Area that falls under the protection of South
African National Parks, is a home to more than 200 species
of fish — including the rare Knysna seahorse — and is @
popular destination for water sports enthusiasts and nature
lovers alike.

Enjoy a Dinner Cruise in a Paddle Cruiser.
Board the paddle driven vessel for a cruise on the Knysna
lagoon (weather permitting).

Day 05 KNYSNA - OUDTSHOORN (B/L/D)
Visit the famous Cango Caves, which is one of the most
visited fourist sifes in South Africa. Sculpted by nature
through the ages, their fascinating limestone formations
occur in a variety of colors.

Thereafter, we contfinue our way to Oudtshoorn, the
Ostrich capital of the world, also known as the “Feather
Capital of the World". Upon armival, proceed to Safari
Ostrich Farm for a guided tour.

Continue on to your lodge and proceed for an afternoon
game drive. Return to your lodge for dinner.

Day 06 OUDTSHOORN - CAPE TOWN (B/L)
Breakfast is served at the lodge.

Travel fo Cape Town, via the ROUTE 62.

Cape Route 62 is the tourist route in the Western Cape and
Eastern Cape, South Africa that meanders between Cape
Town and Oudfshoorn.

It's an area of magnificent landscapes and fowering cliffs,
crystal clear streams and an abundance of frees and
indigenous flora.

The ever changing colours of the majestic mountains, scenic
passes, rivers, vineyards and orchards, as well as the
mulfitude of affractions, will offer you an unforgettable
adventure - whether this is in the physical sense or simply a
kaleidoscope of scenic tranquillity.

Day 07 CAPE TOWN - PENINSULA TOUR (B/L/D) !

Depart on a full day tour of the Cape Peninsula. This tour
brings you to the Atlanfic suburbs, Sea Point, Cliffon and
Camps Bay to Hout Bay, where you embark on a boat ride
to Seadl Island(if weather permits). A lobster lunch will then
be served at the local Restaurant. After lunch, drive along
False Bay to the Cape of Good Hope Nature Reserve before
reaching Cape Point, and ascend to the highest point.
Continue the tour driving into Boulders Beach and see the
penguins, the new lighthouse — the most powerful in the
world - beams an electric light of 19 milion candle power
across the ocean. Visit Kirstenbosch Botanical Gardens. The
newly completed Treetop Canopy Walkway gives visitors
the opportunity to experience the forest from high above
the ground. The galvanised steel sfructure meanders
through trees and branches, with sections that crown above
the forest.

Day 08 CAPE TOWN (B/L)

Proceed for a Half Day Cape Town City Tour.
Ascend Table Mountain for unforgettable sweeping views
(weather permitting).

Return to the city and pass through the Malay Quarter.
Drive past the Castle of Good Hope, Houses of Pariament
and the Company Gardens.

Travel fo Sea Point and Camp’s Bay for scenic ocean vistas.
Proceed to Vicforia and Alfred Waterfront for some
shopping. (if fime permits)
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Day 09 CAPE TOWN - JOHANNESBURG (B/L/D)
Depart by flight to OR Tambo (Johannesburg) International
Airport.

Upon arrival, proceed to Johannesburg Tour.

Drive past the Carlton Centre in Johannesburg City and
surrounding areas.

Continue through downtown Johannesburg past the
Supreme Court and Anglo American’s headquarters.

Enjoy a guided tour of Constitution Hill. Constitution Hill is a
city precinct, anchored by the South African Consfitutional
Court — the highest court in the counfry on constitutional
matters. Constitution Hill is also the site of Johannesburg'’s
notorious Old Fort Prison Complex, where thousands of
ordinary people were brutally punished before the dawn of
democracy.

Enjoy a Half Day Soweto Tour.

Inside Soweto, you will visit the Mandela House, and enjoy
some free time to visit this fascinating little museum.

Finally you will be taken past the largest stadium in Africa,
Soccer City, and host of the 2010 FIFA World Cup Final. This
magnificent stadium is now nicknamed ‘The Calabash’ for
its resemblance fo the African Pof.

Day 10 JOHANNESBURG (B/L)

Visit the Lion and Safari Park.

Embark on a 45 minute guided Lion and Wild Dog Tour.

This amazing experience is led by a fully qualified and
experienced guide.

Guests board the modern safari fruck and taken through the
Lion and Wild dog enclosures.

Along the way guests could also see many of the herbivore
species including Giraffe, Zebra, Springbok and Impala.
